SSI Kick off Event with Angus King
Former Governor, Angus King, who played an important role in guiding the early development of the 
Sustainability Solutions Initiative (SSI), returned to campus September 24th to celebrate the $20 million 
NSF award. Angus encouraged the University to be forward thinking, open to new ideas, to “...be 
honest brokers in the public policy debate” and to “provide data to drive the public policy process”.  
According to Angus, “If you agree on the facts, the solution is easy”. The SSI initiative, Angus 
explained, “Should help us to make connections”, but this process requires creativity. For Angus, 
“creativity is looking at things that exist and figuring out how to use them in new ways”.  But, Angus 
concluded, Darwin’s survival of the fittest referenced not the biggest and the strongest, but those organisms who were most 
adaptable. To flourish, Angus remarked, we need to be adaptable to change. SSI will serve as a testing ground for many of the 
ideas posed by Angus, as it embarks on this adaptive, creative and collaborative process.
